NAME LIARS: DEFINITION LIARS


AIMS:
Learning names permanently and quickly.


MATERIALS:
None.


PROCEDURE:
1. The leader starts a round where each person talks about their name.

2. The leader says that the participants can talk about their names, explaining what it means, where they got it from, why their par​ents chose it, and how they feel about it. Participants must be sure to mention their name — the one they want to be called by in the group — several times in their speech, so that they reinforce it in the group's minds.

3. The leader starts, modelling an example using their own name, e.g. "My name is Sally, but I was originally called Sarah. I am not exactly sure what Sarah means, but I think it is very biblical, and I have been told it means Princess. My parents called me Sarah, but my little sister could not say that, so she called me Sarly, which we changed to Sally. At school I was always Sally, and now that I am grown-up, well I thought of going back to my original name, but I am so 'Sally' inside now, and I like the image it gives me, that I have always kept it as Sally."
4. There will be 3 people who do not take the name they have

5. There will be 3 people who although having the right name, have lied about where it came from etc

6. The group may quiz the people after they have presented themselves

7. Write on a flip chart the likely candidates

8. The liars reveal themselves; they state true links about their names

9. Finish

If other people know the meaning of a name, they can say it after the round is over.
