TERMINAL CARE & WORRIED WIFE

Instructions to Patient

Your are the wife of a 67 year old man who has recently been diagnosed as having carcinoma of the bronchus.  Both you and your husband have been told the diagnosis.  He has had palliative radiotherapy and was discharged from hospital two days ago.  He is not in any pain, but you are concerned about his recurrent cough and breathlessness.  Your are also worried about what will happen now.  Your usual doctor is away, so you consult one of his partners.

Your main concern is how you will manage to look after him at home through his illness.

Instructions to the GP registrar

You are consulted by the wife of a 67 year old man who has recently been discharged from the hospital with bronchial carcinoma.  He has had radiotherapy, but the prognosis is poor.  He was discharged home from hospital two days ago on no medication.  No community care has been arranged.  You do NOT know the couple well, and she is consulting you because their usual doctor is away for three weeks.
