The Balance:

Need to identify which clinics will provide what Sarah needs in terms of being a GP  (eg in O&G, worthwhile going to family planning clinic but little to be gained from repeatedly attending theatre)
Sarah needs to ensure that clinics are ‘hands on’ NOT sit and observe – based on the concept of experiential learning

Sessions back in general practice have three purposes to serve

a) to help Sarah integrate what she has learnt in specialty clinics back into general practice

b) for the practice to provide further knowledge/guidance on the chosen specialty (‘fill in the gaps’/clarify)

c) whilst retaining the “general” side of general practice; learning in other clinical areas still trickles through (?making the next specialty chosen that bit easier)

Sarah’s tasks

Order the clinics into

a) ESSENTIAL – those you definitely want to go on

b) DESIRABLE – those you would like to go on

Then make sure you have booked in all the essentials into the time period and only then work on the desirables.  In this way, if you don’t have 6 months in a post (eg annual leave, study leave, sick leave etc), at least all the essentials have been ‘slotted in’.
