Practising for the CSA – roleplaying scenarios
All the following scenarios ARE NOT taken from any actual CSA exam.  They have been developed from scratch to help you develop specific skills.   For instance, many of them are about exploring ideas, concerns, and explanations followed by using your negotiation skills/shared decision making.  These are some of the skills needed for the CSA exam.  Role play the following situations with your trainer, fellow trainee or CSA study group:

1. An elderly man asking for sleeping tablets

2. A father asking for a visit for a febrile child

3. A patient refusing to go to hospital with chest pain

4. A patient asking for opiate based pain killers

5. A demanding lady (age 35’sih and working) demanding antibiotics for her sore throat.
