During a presentation:
To give a presentation, only a few keys are needed during the actual presentation. 

1. The presentation (PPT file) can be opened with a simple double-click.

2. F5 starts the presentation with the opening slide.

3. The next slide can be reached by hitting the space-bar, the previous slide with the backspace key.

4. The presentation can be closed with ESC.

5. That eliminates mouse acrobatics during the presentation and allows the presenter to concentrate on the job to be done.

An overview of function keys for the presentation mode can be called up by pressing F5.
