Bouncing Ball Evaluation Game
This game is designed to help the audience to

1. Reflect on the educational activity they’ just completed
2. Hear what others have learned
3. Summarise key messages for themselves and develop an action plan regarding what they need to do next.
Particularly good for large groups.
Method

· You will need two little soft balls (those yellow soft spongy balls the size of a tennis ball).
· Get the group into a circle
· Tell them that ‘one of the balls is an evaluation ball but the other is simply for you to keep an eye on it.’
· Mark one ball with black stripes so you can tell the difference between the two balls.  The striped ball will serve as the evaluation ball.

· Give the ball to one person at one end of the circle and the other to one at the other end.
· They need to bouncy the ball towards another person in the group.

· The person who throws the striped ball will need to ask an evaluation question like ‘Name one thing that you need to work on because of today’s educational activity’.
· The person who catches it must respond.  Once they’ve done so, they ask a question to someone else and they can then sit down.

· As for the other ball, the person just bounces it to someone else and they then bounce it to another and so on.  Keep this ball bouncing and moving.  This is the ball that makes the whole game quite lively, interactive and funny.
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
