The hand-held Brother PT-2460 is a portable, easy to handle labelling printer. It produces durable barcode labels, pricing labels and sales messages simply, quickly and efficiently.

The barcode utility is quite important if you want to enable your library users to check items in and out using an electronic barcode scanning system.  Whilst most books have unique barcodes anyway, there are other items in your library that won’t have them eg CD-ROMs, video material, important documents  or folders etc
