PRACTICE LIBRARY

Every training practice in Yorkshire should have a library in the building.  As a minimum GP trainees should have access to core books in their consulting rooms.  Most training practices will have many more books than this and the following list is to act a as guide rather than a formal list that must be followed.

	SUGGESTED MATERIAL

It is highly desirable for a library to contain books, journals, articles, selected cuttings and appropriate audio/video tapes.  Also, it is essential that a training practice should have access to Medline or other similar electronic sources of information. Information is increasingly available on the internet and many general practice computer systems now include information systems in the consulting room.  Training practices should ensure that their information sources whether paper or electronic are adequate to fulfil the needs of their registrars and themselves.
