The Scenario

Ken Dyson is a 53 year old coalman, and is married with 4 grown up children.  He usually only attends surgery for the occasional bout of acute bronchitis and a recurring occupational chronic back.

He presented to you one week ago with a history of haemoptysis on three occasions.  He smoked 20-30 cigarettes a day.  You examined him and found no abnormality but, in view of the history, arranged an X-ray.  The result is attached.

Mr Dyson has returned for the result.  Your main memory of him is of a stable, straight forward, but not very bright individual.

The Task

Your task is to complete the follow up consultation.

The consultation will be stopped after 7-10 minutes allowing 5-7 minutes for feedback.

INFORMATION GIVING/INTERPRETATION/EXPLANATION – MR KEN DYSON

The aim of the station is to assess the GP Trainee’s ability to 

a. Impart bad news to a patient emphatically.

b. Convey essential information in a way the patient will understand.

c. Ensure that at the end of the consultation the patient has a clear idea of what is the next step.

Patient

A 53 year old coalman who smokes 25-30 cigarettes per day who presented one week ago with haemoptysis x 3.  He is of low intelligence and will only understand explanation and information in plain simple language. An X-ray has been ordered and this is a follow up to receive the result.

PLEASE NOTE IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY TO RECRUIT A SUITABLE PATIENT.
Please brief the patient in his role before the day of the OSCE and give him the opportunity to clarify his role.

Equipment needed (please arrange and bring with you)

Copy of the X-ray result attached.  It shows he has lung cancer.
During the consultation

1. Using the feedback sheet, assess the Trainee’s performance in:

a) Breaking the news

b) Making sure the patient understands

c) Answering questions and giving information accurately

d) Making sure the patient understands what will happen

2. If asked, tell the Trainee that any examination findings are normal.
3. Please use your discretion as to when to stop the consultation depending on the Trainee’s performance (up to a maximum of 10 minutes).  However, bear in mind that you will require some time for feedback and discussion.  Each station should last a maximum of 15 minutes.

After the consultation

1. Complete the checklist feedback sheet and ask the patient to complete their feedback sheet.

2. Invite the Trainee to say what/she did well and what he/she might have done differently.

3. Invite the patient to give verbal feedback

4. Using the checklist, give your own feedback

5. Give the Trainee both feedback sheets to take away.
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
